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 ST. MARTIN PLACE HOSTS VETERANS
     There are several St.Martins. There is Martin de Porres who is known for his 
generosity to the poor and homeless of Lima. There is Martin of  Tours who was a 
veteran. And there is Martin Luther whom many regard as a saint.  All of them will 
be watching over the veterans who take up residence at St. Martin Place, located at 
3rd and Pitkin, in December, 2011.  Designed by Chamberlin Architects and built by 
Shaw Construction, this sixteen apartment complex will become home to formerly 
homeless veterans who have mental or physical disabilities.  The project is sponsored 
by  Grand Valley Catholic Outreach and the program will be  delivered in collabora-
tion with the VA Medical Center and the Grand Junction Housing Authority.  Appli-
cants must ýrst be approved by the VA Homeless Coordinator to assure their eligibil-
ity for VA medical services. The Housing Authority will determine ýnancial ability 
and will provide funding assistance in the form of rental subsidies to those veterans 
with limited incomes.
     The name of this complex was chosen in honor of the ecumenical nature of the 
project.  Support for construction has come from many facets of the community -  
churches of varying denominations, foundations both local and state-wide, the City 
of Grand Junction, and individuals of all beliefs and walks of life.  What all have in 
common is their belief that those who have served our country deserve decent and 
safe housing and the support they need in order to reconstruct their lives. 
     Case managers from the VA and a licensed social worker from Catholic Outreach 
will collaborate in providing support to each resident.  The goal of the program is for 
residents to gain housing stability and increase their self-sufýciency along with mak-
ing choices that enhance their personal health.  
     Donations to provide new furnishings for the apartments are still being accepted 
and can be sent directly to Grand Valley Catholic Outreach.   Dedication of St. Martin 
Place is tentatively set for the ýrst week of December.

 CATHOLIC OUTREACH SERVICES INCREASE YEAR BY YEAR
For more than twenty-three years, Grand 
Valley Catholic Outreach has been 
providing emergency services to citizens 
of  Mesa County.  This past year the number 
of families and individuals seeking aid 
has increased in several areas.
 
A Book in Hand program provides 
more than a thousand new books to 
children ages 1 to 6.  Volunteer Rema Dunn 
oversees the program and the purchase of 
books.  A grant from the Kiwanis Club of 
Grand Junction and other organizations 
provides some of the resources for this 
program.  

Almost Home is published each Thurs-
day and provides information on available 
rentals in the community.  With the help of 
Fred Stroh the system has been upgraded 
so that realtors can now enter and delete 
their agency’s  information in a timely 
manner. 

Free Clothing is available for men, 
women and children ýve days a week.  
Recipients are asked to use the clothing 
bank only once a week in order to provide 
supplies to all who ask.  Household items 
are also available in various forms from 
time to time.

The Day Center opens at eight and 
closes at twelve.  During that period those 
who are homeless can take a shower, do 
laundry, store possessions, use the phone, 
receive mail and preventative medical 
care as well as counseling.  Through the 
auspices of Marillac Clinic, the St. Mary 
Residency Program, and Western Mesa 
University medical services are provided.

Financial Aid is distributed in various 
forms throughout the year
Utilities - Each year  Energy Outreach Col-
orado gives a grant in excess of $200,000 
that enables Catholic Outreach to help low- 
income families with electric bills. This 
year in anticipation of another cold winter 
and reduced funding to the LEAP program, 
Catholic Outreach has been allowed to pay 
bills down to zero. 
Rents - Grants from United Way of Mesa 
County, Emergency Solutions, and Emer-
gency Food and Shelter programs provide 
funding to help local residents avoid evic-
tions.  Assistance is usually offered on a 
one-time basis so that others in need might 
also receive services.
Transportation-gas cards are available 
to persons traveling through our area who 
have become stranded for various reasons.
Prescriptions are ýlled for persons who are 
homeless and use the Day Center medical 
services and in a few other speciýc cases. 
IDs and Birth Certiýcates - Without ei-
ther of these items residents are often de-
nied services in many areas.

LA MARIPOSA - A LIFELINE FOR WOMEN
ñI live for Thursdaysò one woman said as she passed the ofýces 
on her way to the board room.  “It gets me through the week,” 
another one countered.  They were speaking about La Mariposa, 
the weekly counseling group for homeless or formerly homeless 
women who are struggling to overcome addictions.  “I got bad 
news one day and before I would have opened a bottle of wine.  
This time I called some of the women of La Mariposa and talked 
to them. They’re all there for you and it really helps,” reported a 
long time participant.  

Each Thursday between eight and twelve women sit around a ta-
ble for their weekly session. Before them are mandelas that they 
are coloring as they listen to one another. The mandelas  help to 
discharge any heaviness in the environment and lessen the fear of 
speaking.  

The La Mariposa participants recently went on a one-day retreat  
at the home of the Whitewater Benedictines - the ýrst for all of 
them. What impressed them the most was the peace and quiet of 
the place and a chance to walk around outside without any distur-
bances.

A spin off from this group has been the knitting and weaving circle. 
Jan Holmes is the teacher and together with one of the women she 
is learning tatting. She has taught the women knitting, crocheting 
and weaving.  The new weaver recently completed a scarf on her 
hand loom while a one of the crocheters has tackled an afghan.

Three of the participants have formed the media team and direct 
all other volunteers working on the preparation for distribution of 
the newsletters and Annual Fund.

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PETS AS NECESSARY COMPANIONS

SOLAR SYSTEM INSTALLED
Fred Pettinger had a vision - how to use his professional trade 
to help his community.  His answer - to donate a solar system to 
Catholic Outreach in order to reduce energy costs and free up ad-
ditional dollars to assist the guests. Family affairs caused him to 
move out of the community but his partner Alan Deslongechamp 
teamed with Andre’ vanSchften to carry Simlicity Solar’s  vi-
sion forward.  Paul Klaus, Simplicity Solar ofýce manager, wrote 
and monitored a GEO energy grant that covered nearly 1/3 of 
the system’s cost. Simplicity Solar provided the remaining dol-
lars. Today, the 240 solar panels mounted on the roof of Catholic  
Outreach’s headquarters that equal a 57.5 kilowatt solar system 
ill produce nearly 85% of Catholic Outreach’s electrical costs.  

Traditionally therapeutic 
interventions have consisted 
of a therapist and client sitting 
in a room and talking. While 
this is an effective approach 
for some people, others may 
respond better to a different 
approach, one that includes 
four legs and perhaps a walk 
or a game of Frisbee. 

A dog doesn’t care that we 
made a big mistake, have a 
bad scar, hurt someone, or 
became homeless. Instead, 

they provide a nonjudgmental 
acceptance, encouraging us to 
live in the moment and accept 
ourselves as well as they accept 
us. They provide emotional 
support free of criticism, focused 
on support and acceptance 
(Friesen, 2010). A therapy dog 
also helps to create an atmosphere 
of trust that is critical between a 
client and therapist, especially 
with individuals who have 
survived violence or trauma or 
lost the ability to extend trust to 
humans.

WRITERS IN OUR MIDST
For the past ten weeks after the þoors were 
swept, the tables washed and the lights 
dimmed in the Soup Kitchen, a small group 
of avid learners gathered to write and read 
poetry and prose and even memorize a 
poem or two to be recited to those assem-
bled.  Some just listened; others put pen to 
page.  Some had just served or had lunch at 
the Soup Kitchen. Another interrupted his 
volunteer job so he could, as he said:“learn 
to write poetry.” Great was his enthusi-
asm at the conclusion of each class for he 
“never thought he could be a writer.” This 
class was part of the creative writing proj-
ect sponsored by the Western CoWriters’ 
Forum directed by Sandra Dorr.  Cookie 
Sommerville and Christina Hoagland met 
with the participants each Tuesday, teach-
ing them the art of writing.  Some of their 
pieces were eventually read at the Voices of 
the Grand Valley gathering held earlier this 
month in the downtown area.  Because of 
the success of the project, another writers’ 
workshop is planned for the winter.

Hickman Farms supplies all the ingredients and their 
employees prepare omlets each year for all Soup 
Kitchen guests.
